· Exemplary corporate leadership for philanthropic, civic and/or cultural achievements.

· Performed a service, raised funds, conducted, donated, sponsored or supported a successful charity, project, event, activity, infrastructure for a section of or an entire community with UK and US connections and/or
· Brought recognition to the UK/US a section or entire community through a cultural, environmental, sporting or other achievement.
